Hmmm…

Answers to Life’s Tough Questions

Creation/Evolution

There are a whole bunch of questions about life.  Life is one of these journeys that we find ourselves on that, over the course of our travels, issues arise, circumstances happen, questions come about that we really kind of think, “Hmmmmm… what’s the answer to that?”  We’re going to be taking a look at some questions over the next few weeks.  

But really, there are all kinds of questions when you think about it.  For instance, why is the sky blue?  There’s a question.  Why is the sky blue?  Or the question of, if there’s a forest and a tree falls down in the forest and there’s nobody around to hear it, does it even make a sound?  Big question in life.  Huge questions that we ponder and wonder as we go through life, as we journey.

You guys may never have spent a ton of time thinking about those questions.  But there are some questions that you’ve probably wondered about, you’ve heard people talk about.  One of them is this question of, “How did it all start?”  How did the world and life and man, how did we get here?  How did we get to the place where we are today?  There are different opinions.  You might have heard of creation, or intelligent design, and evolution.  Today, we’re going to talk for a few minutes about this question of “How did it all start?”  How did the earth get here?  How did we get here?  Did we evolve over millions and millions and millions of years?  Did an intelligent creator just hand-build us and kind of speak us into existence?  How did it start?

I'm going to share for a few minutes, then I’ve got a really good friend who’s a science teacher who’s going to come up today and he’s going to share a little bit.  And between the two of us, hopefully, we’ll give you some really good insight into this whole issue of creation or intelligent design versus evolution.  

It seems like lately this question is kind of coming to the surface again in schools.  There’ve been a lot of schools that have started teaching a little bit about creation and intelligent design.  Then they get in trouble with the courts.  The courts have kind of wrestled through, “Can we allow both to be taught or only the one?  How do we wrestle through that?”  So today, we’re going to take a look at what is this deal and how we kind of wrestle through it.  

I'm going to talk a little bit about what the Bible says about creation.  The Bible has some really strong things to say about how we all got here.  So we’re going to take a look at that.  

One of the things the Bible says is this: God created heaven and earth.  In fact, the very first verse in the Bible, the very opening line of the best-selling book of all time, God’s word to you and me, His picture of how He interacts with us and His plan for us, the very first sentence, Genesis 1:1, tells us that God created the heavens and the earth.  It says this: “In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth.”  That’s how it all started.  

The Bible says more than just that.  In fact, later on, it says that God created life.  It did this in some steps.  First, He created the heavens and the earth.  But there was no life on earth, similar to how there’s no life on Mars or no life on the moon.  God created the heavens.  He created the solar system.  He created Mars and the moon; He created the earth.  He did all that.  And He also created life.  It says this in Genesis 1:11: “Then God said, ‘Let the land produce vegetation, seed-bearing plants and trees on the land that bear fruit with seed in it according to their various kinds,’ and it was so.”  Then in Genesis 1:25, it says, “God made all sorts of wild animals and cattle and reptiles.  And God was pleased with what He had done.”  
So the Bible makes it real clear that God said, “Let’s put vegetation and flowers and plants that bear seeds so that those seeds can fall and those plants can reproduce.  Then let’s make animals.”  So God made animals.  And I love that the Bible says that God looked at it and He was pleased with it, that God liked what He had done.

So the Bible says in Genesis that He created the heavens and the earth, that He created life, specifically plants and vegetation and animals.  Then God kind of saved His best for last.  He added to life.  Nowhere in the Bible does it say that He created the animals and then, over time, we were the result of that.  The Bible makes it real clear that you and I – mankind – were a separate act of creation by God.  He created the heavens and the earth.  He created plants and animals.  Then He created mankind.  

It says this: “Then God said, ‘Let Us make man in Our image and Our likeness.  And let them rule over the fish of the sea and the birds of the air, over the livestock, over all the earth and over all the creations that move along the ground.’  So God created man in His own image.  In the image of God, He created them.  Male and female He created them.”  

This is where the biggest part of the discussion of evolution takes place.  There’s some discussion over how did the earth get here.  You’ve heard some people talking about the Big Bang theory, that, somehow, particles in space collided, and as a result of the explosion, everything fell perfectly in place.  

I'm not a pyro-technician or an explosives expert- although I have lit a few firecrackers, blown a few things up in my day- but my experience, as limited as it is, is that when you blow something up, when two things collide, it always creates chaos and destruction.  Right?  I’ve never once put a firecracker under my little model airplane like I used to do when I was a kid, blow up my model airplane, the pieces fall in place and create a better model airplane than when it started.  It’s gone.  One of the theories of the creation of the earth is that there was this explosion, or things were spinning and spinning and spun to the point that they spun into this perfect form.  That’s an interesting theory.  But the Bible says God created that.

But the big debate that we get hung up on is not so much the earth as much as life, you and I – mankind.  The Bible makes it real clear that God created us.  It doesn’t just stop there.  Later on, in Genesis, if you want to read this for yourself, read Genesis chapter 1 and chapter 2.  In those first two chapters of the Bible, you can read all of this.  But the Bible shows us how God created us.  It’s a pretty interesting picture.  

Some people will say maybe God created us through evolution.  One guy says, “I believe in the creation of evolution – whatever.”  Evolution was created.  Somebody came up with the idea.  But the Bible says that God did this – That He formed man first.  And guess what man was made out of when God formed us together?  The dirt of the earth.  So, guys, if you’ve ever been called dirt by a girl, you can go, “Yeah, I am!”  Because the Bible says that God, from the dust of the earth, that He created man.  Then the Bible says He breathed life into man.

That’s why if you’ve ever heard the saying, “Ashes to ashes, dust to dust,” it’s kind of true.  We came from the dirt.  And eventually, it’s kind of a nasty picture, but eventually when we die and we corrode and our bodies get eaten by worms and all that, eventually what do we become?  Fertilizer!  Why do you think the grass is so green in cemeteries?  Joking!  But it’s basically what we become.  

So God breathed life into man, and then He decided that man should have a partner, that man shouldn’t be alone.  So the Bible says that He caused Adam to fall asleep.  Why God didn’t just create woman out of the dust of the earth, I don’t know.  I don't know, but I think maybe it’s because He wants us to be connected.  He wants us to need each other.  So He took a rib from Adam and created Eve.  The Bible says that that’s how we were created.

I don't know exactly how He came up with the name “man”, “woman,” – I don't know.  But my theory is this.  Adam fell asleep.  Basically, God was doing surgery on Adam.  He makes Adam fall asleep.  He’s alone.  He’s with the lions and the tigers, all those people.  He falls asleep.  He wakes up, kind of drowsy, and he sees this beautiful object in front of him.  The only thing he can say is “Whoa!  Man!  -  Woman.”  So he goes, “Woman?! I like that.”  So he writes that down.  “You woman!  Me happy!”  So instead of “man” and “woman,” it should be “woman” and “happy.”  But I think, historically, that’s probably how it happened.  

The Bible makes it really, really clear that God created the heavens and the earth, that God created life, that God created man.  We were a single act of God’s.  He didn’t create some long timeline for us.  He created us in a single act.  When you add those all up, it becomes pretty obvious.  And scripture even says that God is the source of all creation.  

It says this in Genesis 2:1: “Now at last, the heavens and the earth were successfully completed with everything they contained.”  So when you look at our universe, when you look at our oceans and our mountains and our livestock and our vegetation and you and I, when you look at all of that, everything contained within the heaven and the earth, our solar system, God created that.  

There is a lot of debate about that.  All kinds of debate.  You might be thinking, “If that’s what happened and the Bible says that’s what happened, what’s going on?  What’s happened since then?”  Because we don’t really learn a lot about that in school.  We listen to science teachers and read articles on science; they have a whole other idea about evolution, that somehow, over the course of time, that we start out as these little single-cell organisms and kind of develop from whatever it is – tadpole to frog to birds to monkeys… that process over millions and millions of years.  

What’s gotten us to that point?  Simply this: evolution, the theory of evolution, has been accepted as fact.  The theory of evolution has been accepted as fact.  What you need to know is that evolution is just a theory.  It’s a theory based on some scientific stuff and some scientific study.  But it’s a theory that one man, Charles Darwin, came up with this theory that we evolved over time.  What’s happened is, some people would say it’s because people are trying to get rid of God, they’re trying to squelch out faith.  Other people will say we’re trying to be scientific.  It makes more sense than just “God said,” and we were here.  Whatever the case, over time, this theory of evolution has been accepted by educators and lots of scientists as a scientific fact.  

But what you need to know is it’s not a scientific fact.  It doesn’t match the criteria for something to be considered a scientific fact.  Neither does creation.  Creation doesn’t either.  There are some things about creation that we can’t scientifically prove.  But we put our faith in a lot of things, so we’re putting our faith in God’s word.  

Science does prove a lot about creation.  Science has some stuff that shows that there’s some stuff in evolution that isn’t scientific.  There are all kinds of holes in it.  Does anybody know what kind of standards there are for something to be considered a scientific fact?  Have you learned this yet?  

For something to be a scientific fact, you have to be able to observe it.  It has to be repeatable over a prolonged period of time.  So observable, repeatable over time, to be scientifically factual.  An example of that would be this: if I were to take off my shoe and say, “I wonder what happens if I were to drop my shoe?  I thought it might just hover.  But no.  When I drop my shoe, it falls to the ground.  Amazing!  I’ve never done that before.  I'm going to do it again.  I wonder what will happen this time.”  So I get my notepad out and check – two for two.  Shoe drop: two for two.  

If I did that fifty, sixty, a hundred times, and we all saw it and it dropped every time, we might not know everything about it, but we can say there is enough evidence.  We’ve all seen it.  It’s been repeated over and over again.  This could be a fact when you drop your shoe.  If on the fourth try, I let go of my shoe and it hovered there, then we couldn’t say that it’s a scientific fact that, when you drop your shoe, it falls to the ground because there’s some variation.  There’s something going on, so we can’t with confidence say if you drop your shoe, it would fall.  But we can because we can see it over and over again.  

The deal with evolution is this.  There are all kinds of problems, all kinds of missing evidence with evolution.  It’s a theory.  It’s not a scientific fact.  It’s a person’s idea that other people came on and tried to help prove.  Both are theories.  Creation is a theory.  We cannot prove it scientifically.  There are some holes in it.  Evolution is a theory.  We can’t prove it.  There are some holes in it.

But what’s happened is people teach evolution as a scientific fact.  It’s the accepted norm in our school systems with most scientists.  They teach it as fact.  If they’re intellectually honest, and there have been some.  In fact. not too long ago, one of the leading scientists who believed in evolution and was out to prove it basically said, “I can’t.  I can no longer say that evolution is a fact because it just doesn’t match up to scientific standards.”  But that’s what’s happened.  It’s been taught as a fact.  

So what do I do?  Three things to think about.  Here’s what I think you need to do when it comes to evolution and creation.  Read up, listen up, and speak up.  

In today’s half-hour lesson, I can’t give you all the information about evolution and creation.  So you need to read up on that yourself so you’re educated.  There are all kinds of websites.  There’s all kinds of stuff.  My friend Ron will give you websites.  We’re going to hand you a sheet of paper that gives you some of the missing evidence, some of the things that are missing in the evolutionary theory.  So you read up.  You become educated yourself.  You can make a good decision, and you can help your friends wrestle through it.  

You want to listen up.  Listen to what teachers are saying.  Listen to what your friends are talking about.  It’s interesting when we listen to these guys on the video; we listened to a five-minute video with eight or nine people being interviewed.  Those eight or nine people had eight or nine different opinions.  Some of them were a little bit closer than others.  Some of them were way out there.  You want to kind of listen up to what people believe and listen up in class so you hear what’s being taught.

The Bible makes it real clear that God wants us to question things that are being taught.  When your teachers are teaching, listen up because just because a teacher says it’s true doesn’t make it true.  The Bible even says you should question what I teach you as your pastor.  You should listen up and question it and make sure what’s being taught lines up with God’s word and it’s true.  

So listen up and be willing every once in a while to speak up.  Be willing to share your opinion with other people.  Be willing to raise your hand in class and maybe ask a question that shows the other side of the coin a little bit.  Just be willing to speak up.  

If you’ve read up and you’ve been listening, you can probably speak up with a little bit more confidence.  But be willing to do that when God gives you those opportunities.  

I want to introduce you to my friend Ron.  Ron is an elementary school teacher.  He’s also a science teacher, a science buff, especially on evolution.  We kind of came up with a few questions that we thought you might have thought of yourself that maybe you’ve heard other people ask, maybe stuff that’s been brought up in science class or other areas that Ron might help us answer.

How old do evolutionists say the earth is, and why do they say it’s that old?  And how old is it probably?

Ron: Basically, evolutionists, scientists who believe in evolution, they believe that the earth is 5.2, 5.3 billion years old.  The funny thing is when they run into problems with age and trying to explain and stuff, a lot of times they just tack on a couple more million years to kind of cover their tracks when they get in trouble to explain things.  Scientists who are Christians and study the creation story and try to fill those holes and find out stuff, they think probably the earth is somewhere between maybe 6,000 to maybe 15,000 years old.  There’s a lot of evidence that would point to that.  There are a lot of things that both evolutionists and scientists who are Christians find in everyday geology and physics that would point to a younger earth.  A lot of it has to do with the amount of sediment in the ocean, salt in the ocean, a lot of things having to do with the position of the moon, the position of the sun.  There are a lot of things – decay at a constant rate and they can kind of go backwards and figure out that the earth is so many years old.  A lot of those point to a much younger earth than most evolutionists would say.

So do evolutions say it’s 5.2 billion because it takes so long for evolution to take place?


That’s kind of the reasoning.  It takes so long for life to develop and go through all the random mutations and random chance things that have happened that it would take about that long for life to start from nothing to where we are today.

Because if evolution were true and the earth was young, then we’d see evolution happening before our very eyes.


We should, yeah.

But if it’s over 5.2 billion years, how do you argue with that?  A lot can change.


Exactly.  Of course, we weren’t around 5 billion years ago to see something come out of the slime so we can’t really see it.  So it really doesn’t have anything to do with science.  As we said, science is all about observation, about testing, about repeatedly testing.  Science tells everybody that they’re open to new theories, that that’s what science is all about, being open to having a theory and then having new proof come about and have a new theory on top of that or it turning into a law.  So science, in most areas, is pretty open to new ideas.  But it’s funny how, when it comes to this, when it comes to creation, the creation model from Genesis, they’re really stubborn.  They don’t want to hear any new stuff.  If you go to other disciplines of science, they’d be, “That’s a great theory.  Let’s add that one on.  Let’s talk about that one.”  When it comes to creation, they’re really resistant to new ideas to combat, to go against, evolution.

Was Charles Darwin a scientist?


Actually, Charles Darwin had no science background when he went on his trip to the Galapagos Islands.  He did a lot of his note taking and saw the different animals and plants on the Galapagos Islands and his other adventures.  He really had no science background.  I think he had a genealogy kind of background.  He actually, early on, I think, his family was in the priesthood or pastors.  So he actually early on was going to be a pastor before he kind of got into science.  But he really had no science training when he came up with this whole theory.  He actually admitted in the book The Origin of Species at the end, “Here are all my theories; I have no way to prove it.”  But he was confident that, maybe someday, somebody would find something to prove his theory is right.  Here it is, 140-150 years later, we still haven’t found anything to back up evolution theories.

Big question I get asked all the time.  Were there dinosaurs?


Absolutely.  There were dinosaurs.  We’ve found billions of fossils all over the world.  We found skeletons and parts of skeletons on every continent.  Even on Antarctica.  There were definitely dinosaurs here.  How Christians, how scientists who are Christians explain it: in the 5th and 6th day of creation, God created animals in the water, animals on land.  That’s when dinosaurs were created and everything else.  A lot of them believe they were part of the Garden of Eden, part of life before the time of Noah.  They believed that a lot of dinosaurs got on the ark when the animals were called to get on the ark when the earth was going to be destroyed.  So there were definitely dinosaurs here on earth.  

Not like they were around millions of years before people.  They co-existed probably.


Yeah.  In fact, there’s a place in Texas which has a lot of controversy, Glen Rose, Texas, a little town in Texas.  Actually, they have a national park.  You can go there.  In the riverbed, there’s some of the sandstone sediment that are dinosaur footprints.  You can see the footprints.  It’s cool.  I’ve been there.  But there’s also a section where there are human footprints, human footprints in the same material as dinosaur footprints.  That’s been a lot of controversy, a lot of evolutionists who have gone there to try to dispute that.  But they found human footprints and dinosaur footprints in the same material.  That kind of makes evolutionists mad because that messes up their whole deal of dinosaurs way before man.

Give us maybe one or two of the main -what they would say are- pieces of evidence – they maybe are, maybe aren’t – but what are two main arguments that scientists and teachers and people who believe in evolution that they cite as proof?  And how can we kind of push back?  What’s our response to those?

There are a lot of things your teachers who are pushing evolution in your science class.  Probably two main ones, probably one would be the fossil record.  They would say in the fossil record, the billions of fossils we found, that that proves evolution.  We see all sorts of different animals and plants.  But the crazy thing is, if life has been on earth for billions of years, it’s been developing and changing over that time, you’d think we would find in-between animals.  Kind of like in-between amphibians/reptiles, in-between reptiles/mammals.  

Fossils for those in-between animals.


Exactly.  And we’ve never found what they call those transitional fossils.  We’ve never found a transitional fossil, ever in all the billions of fossils we’ve found.  So that’s kind of a big hole in evolution.  They always put the fossil record as evidence, but there is no evidence in the fossil record.  There are no transitional fossils to be found of in-between animals developing, like, halfway through the development.  Probably another area too is similar anatomy and functions.  They’ll say, “We have brains, and a pig has a brain.”  Or “We have kidneys, and chimpanzees have kidneys.  We’re related to those animals.  We’ve developed over millions of years.”  Those things are structures that we have that other animals have.  God makes a good design, and He uses it in all of His creation.  It’s just something that’s a similar thing that God’s put in us, and He’s put in other animals – joints, tendons, muscles work kind of the same with our legs and arms like other animals do.  It’s just a great design.  God’s not dumb.  When He makes something and it works, He’s going to put it through all creation.  They use similar anatomy a lot of times, but it doesn’t work.

Which makes me think of those transitional fossils, if we should find transitionary fossils, like if there was a fish and whatever, there should be something between there.  Should we see transitional animals alive today?  If the last step was between us and a monkey, shouldn’t there be something alive today that is still evolving?  If it was monkey and we evolved into man, shouldn’t there be like monkey man walking around somewhere?

Yeah, there should be some monkey men walking around.  That’s a lot of evidence in fossils they’ve dug up that are similar to human structure.  A lot of those are just apes that have died in the past and they’ve dug up as fossils.  A lot of times, they try to take that evidence and twist it and make it like a missing link between us and apes when, in reality, a lot of those skeletons, they’re just apes.  They’re animals that have lived in the past.  A lot of times, that evidence that they find, it’s like one little piece.  They’ll find a little chunk that kind of looks similar to a hipbone of a human and say, “This is a missing link.  It’s close to human, and it’s a missing link.”  They’ve never found a full skeleton of anything that’s close to human.  But they’ll find little pieces here and there and try to pawn that off as evidence for like the missing link.  It doesn’t work.   

And if we came from something, that would say we’re on our way to something.  And if we’re on our way to something, over the last couple of thousand years of history that we’ve written down in science, you’d think that we would have evidence.  For instance, if we’re on our way to having wings, if that’s what we’re evolving to next, which would be cool, if that were the case, you’d think that somewhere over the last couple of thousand years, there would be some evidence of doctors discovering a boy with little miniature baby wings, or little bumps on the back and when they did an autopsy they saw that it was the first stages.  There would be something showing us where we’re going.  If we’re evolving.  


Last night, one of the students asked me afterwards, “What about those kids in Mexico, two brothers who are covered with fur?”  They call them the wolf boys or something.  You’ve probably seen it on the tabloids.  But it’s a mutation they were born with.  They were covered with fur.  But it’s not like they’re evolving into anything.  They’re still human beings.  They’re just covered with fur.

That’d be like if a baby were born unfortunately missing one arm, for us to say we’re all on our way to all having one arm.


The thing is most of the mutations and things that people are born with or deformities really aren’t productive.  They don’t do anything for us to be better.  

If that was the argument, people would look at me and say we’re all evolving into super handsome humans.


Exactly.

I'm just a freak of nature.  I'm not evidence for where we’re headed.  I'm just a freak of nature.  So what you’re saying is one thing that might be good to ask about in class if you wanted to, not in a sarcastic way or trying to cause trouble, but one honest question would be, “Where are the transitionary fossils?”  because they’re going to talk about the fossil record.  Our question would be, “Where are the transitionary fossils of whatever was in between?”

That would be a great question.  A lot of you, if you go to public school next year, they still do a whole unit in science class on evolution.  That would be a great question this year or next year too.  Ask in a respectful way.  You don’t want to throw your teacher off or get them all mad or try to disrespect them for everybody else in your class.  But like, “You talk about the fossils.  Where are all the in-between fossils?”  That would be a great question to ask your science teacher.  I’ll bet a lot of them would be like, “I’ll get back to you on that.”  They’ll probably have to do a little research.  Because there is none.  

We’ve got about five more minutes.  If you’ve got a question you’d like to ask Ron, you’ve always wondered about this or you’ve heard about this, now would be a great time to do that.  If anybody has a thought.  


The earth was made out of rock.  Rock has to be made out of something.

So you’re saying people who talk about the Big Bang or whatever, if it was a bunch of rocks that exploded into earth, who made the rocks?


That’s a good question.  That’s the one I used to ask my teachers in college.  I was an anthropology major.  So I was totally into evolution every day in my classes, and we always talked about it.  But yeah.  Where did all the material come from?  In the old days, the big bang theory was really big, the big explosion causes all these perfect solar systems and planets to be in place after a giant explosion.  Like that’s really going to happen.  But nowadays, scientists believe that there were particles floating around.  Where did the particles come from?  Somehow they started spinning, they started adding to each other, that’s what created the earth and the other planets and the sun and our solar system.  But my question is where did that stuff come from?  Who created that stuff to begin all that?

It almost sounds like since the big bang of this exploding into a bunch of perfect things, that doesn’t make sense, they’ve just gone the reverse and said maybe there was a bunch of things all bound together to form a perfect thing.  This doesn’t make sense any more, so now we’ll do the opposite.

Kind of going backwards, yeah.

Instead of the big bang, it’s the big bunch up!


The question was a hundred years ago, probably the size of most humans was pretty small, average.  But now you look around and the average person is much taller now overall average.  I think that’s because of our diet.  I think our diet is better.  Exercise and taking care of yourself.  I think that’s a tribute to human beings, being a little bit taller than average.  A hundred years ago, we didn’t take a multivitamin.  Your moms didn’t go when they were pregnant and take all these vitamins.  They probably didn’t eat right, exercise when they were pregnant.  So I think all of that stuff, that science and health stuff we come up with over the last hundred years, has attributed probably to humans being healthier and probably growing larger overall and living longer.

What about aliens?

It’s funny.  That’s the one question I was thinking.  If God put life here on earth and created life on earth, could He have created life on other planets?  That’s a question I’ll ask Him when I get to heaven.  

God’s certainly capable of having done it.  There’s no indication in scripture that there is life on other planets at all.  My tendency would be to say it’s not the case.  The Bible would say if He’d created another earth; we’d have indication of that in scripture.  But is He capable of it?  Sure, He is.  

Actually, a lot of scientists who have kind of given up on the evolution idea of life starting here have started thinking about, “I wonder if life came from other planets and came here from other planets.”  They’re reaching for something.  They can’t find an answer for evolution on earth, so now some guys have written books and thought maybe life came from another planet.  

A little single-celled amoeba had a space ship.

Is it true that, like, a comet destroyed the dinosaurs?  


There are definitely places on earth where we see comets have hit.  There’s the meteor crater in Arizona.  The huge blast point in Russia, I think, in the early 1800’s.  There’s been material from space that has hit the earth.  That’s one of the things they say destroyed the dinosaurs 65 million years ago.  That’s what killed them.  If you come from a Christian creation model point of view, it’s the flood that wiped out the animals and the dinosaurs and that’s why we find dinosaurs in all those fossils and sedimentary rock.  Sedimentary rock is laid down by water.  And flood water.  And that’s what destroyed all the dinosaurs and all the other animals on earth.  But that’s the one evolutionists use: that what destroyed the dinosaurs and all life was a comet or asteroid.

As we wrap this up, just in closing, a couple things to think about.  Being a Christ follower, putting your faith in Christ, there’s a lot about our faith that we can’t scientifically prove.  That’s why it’s called faith.  It’s been tough to scientifically prove that Christ rose from the dead.  There’s scientific evidence and historical evidence that says He was alive and that He died at the hands of other people and that something happened to His body.  That, historically, we see is true.  But it’s a step of faith for us to say we believe that scripture is true and scripture says He rose from the dead, and we’re putting our trust and our faith in that.  There’s a little bit of faith in God created heaven and earth and life and man the way the Bible says He did.  

Faith and science aren’t at odds.  Science actually points towards creation.  There is a lot of scientific evidence that points towards creation.  It doesn’t scientifically prove it in an observable, repeatable-over-time manner.  So it leaves us to have a little bit of faith.

Putting your trust in evolution also takes a step of faith because it’s not been proven.  So either one takes a step of faith and believing in something that we can’t totally prove on our part.

I would encourage you to wrestle through that because I think God’s word always turns out to be true.  Most of you have put your trust in Christ in every other area of life.  It makes sense that we would trust that He also created life the way the Bible says He did.  I would encourage you guys to be willing to share that and kind of share that side of the story in your classes and with your friends when you have a chance to do that without coming across as rude or arrogant or any of that kind of thing.  But it’s something worth thinking about.  It’s a big question.

Here’s a thought for the week.  Both of these are really theories; they both take a step of faith.  The thought for the week is, “Which theory do I trust?  I'm trusting one of these two theories, which one might it be?”
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
